Application Area
Macroplast UR 7225 B is a solvent-free, moisture curing one component adhesive based on polyurethane in an accelerated formulation. At room temperature and the required humidity in the joint sufficient strength will be obtained after approximately 25-35 minutes.

For faster curing Macroplast UR 7225 B can be cured in a heated press. Maximum temperature must not exceed 70°C.

Macroplast UR 7225 Bis used for the manufacture of sandwich elements of porous substrates (e.g. wood) which contain humidity. The substrates can be bonded to one another or to metals, laminated panels, various plastics, rigid foam made of polystyrene, polyurethane, PVC, and others.

Preliminary remark
Prior to application it is necessary to read the Safety Data Sheet for information about precautionary measures and safety recommendations. Also, for chemical products exempt from compulsory labelling, the relevant precautions should always be observed.
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Pretreatment of the surfaces to be bonded
The substrates should be free of oil, grease and coarse dirt. Metals are to be wash-coated with a suitable primer, especially, if subsequent exposure of the adhesive to moisture is expected.

Application
Macroplast UR 7225 B is applied to one substrate by spatula or doctor blade, but can also be applied by spraying.

When bonding substrates without sufficient humidity or which are not moisture per​meable, the required amount of moisture has to be provided by other methods. A proven procedure is the combined spraying of the adhesive simultaneously with water in a fine mist. In the case of separate adhesive and water mist application the water must not be sprayed onto the bare metal but to the other substrate or - even better - to the adhesive.

Bonding surfaces should be brought together immediately after adhesive applica​tion, assuring sufficient contact pressure during curing, preferably in a press.

Since Macroplast UR 7225 B cures by reaction with humidity open containers must always be properly sealed tight against moisture immediately after taking out the needed amount. For the same reason we recommend touse up opened containers as soon as possible.

Cleaning
Fresh, uncured material (cleaning application equipment, substrate contamination etc.) can be removed with cleaner Macroplast B 8030; cured adhesive can only be removed mechanically.
